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INTRODUCTION

This collection of photographs is by no means the sum total of what has taken place
since the school opened in May 1909. I have been fortunate enough to have been loaned
photographs showing the Staff and Pupils of the old Ewloe Green British School which was
founded in the latter half of the nineteenth century, and these too, have been included.

The reason behind the publication of this booklet stems from the fact that there are
people still alive who went to both the British school and the present Ewloe Green School,
and I thought it important to capture, for the record, their memories as well as the more
recent memories that ex-scholars have.

It was very interesting to note that even though some of these ex-scholars are in their -
late 70’s and early 80’s, they could put a name to the face. [ would ask that if you have old
photographs, put the names of the people on the back of the photograph before the memory
has gone forever.

I have included several photographs of the Ewloe area, and some photographs of people
and events which do not have any direct relationship to Ewloe Green School, but might
be of interest to newcomers to the district. There is a great deal of local history that I have
not even touched upon, and the object of having a publication of this kind is to stimulate
an interest in the locality. In the past the school was the focal point, along with the Church
or Chapel, for the community, I know of people who have a far greater knowledge of the
locality than I do, and I am sure that they could produce a very interesting document.

Where possible, I have tried to include photographs from all who were kind enough to
loan me their original copy. Photographs capture the time and events of the day, and a
comprehensive collection of photographs say more than words can ever say. You will note
that there are blanks under some of the photographs, and I would say to you; if you know
the names of the person or persons as you look at the photo, put the name on it now.

I am sure that many of you will have old photographs which you obviously treasure,
why not get copies made of them. The Clwyd Records office is always on the look out for
interesting snaps; especially ones of historic value,
