Your child’s credits are logged and will eventually lead to a Bronze, Silver or Gold Award from the Children
and Young People’s University Cymru.

We hope that you will agree that this is an exciting and valuable development for the school and for your
child. At a later stage we also intend to link with activities that your child attends outside school and hope
that these organisations will agree to recognise your child’s participation.
