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Our Humanities topic for the Summer Term is KINGS & QUEENS.

But what is Pupil Voice? 
Pupil voice refers to the way in which the thoughts, wishes and opinions of learners are invited, engaged with and acted upon in an 
educational setting. Allowing them to take ownership of their own learning, resulting in better engagement and attainment. We task 
the children to create their own LOs (Learning Objectives), thinking about the skills they will be developing through completing the 
task.

This is child friendly 
game to help when learning times tables. Pupils can 
access this when they have a spare ten minutes.
